Time for a Breather 
There is some interesting 
news to communicate in this 
newsletter about some excit-
ing building improvement 
projects and a new initiative 
we are starting in school after 
half-term. 

After contacting the Local Au-

thority almost exactly a year 

ago, we have been given the 

firm agreement now that they 

will be undertaking two major 

pieces of work to improve our 

school grounds by the end of 

the school year.  They will firstly 

be re-roofing the playground 

shelters on the front playground 

and then also replacing the front 

of the storage building. Second-

ly, and even more excitingly, 

they will be re-surfacing our 

extremely uneven and lumpy 

front playground; this is a mas-

sive piece of work which will 

entail making good the drainage 

underneath as well.   

The first job will take about six 

weeks and is scheduled to begin 

during half-term.  This area will 

be marked off so the playground 

will still be safe for use, but the 

bike-sheds by the Chapel Road 

entrance will not be in use dur-

ing this time. The re-laying 

of the playground is sched-

uled for the Summer Holi-

days, so will be a welcome 

surprise when we return to 

school in September. 

Be the Best You Can Be! 

After half-term, we will be intro-

ducing a new rewards scheme 

throughout the school where the 

children will collect points indi-

vidually for the benefit of their 

class.  There will be three kinds 

of points– Proud points which 

will be awarded for learning, 

Polite Points which will mark 

acts of courtesy or kindness and 

Punctuality Points which will be 

awarded for attending school on  

time. 

Classes will be working to col-

lect the most points overall each 

week with golden time or extra
